
COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course examines the basic principles and specific guidelines of biblical

interpretation with a focus on the historical-grammatical interpretation and application

of the Scriptures. General principles, such as reliance on the Holy Spirit;

paying attention to context; knowing the ancient culture; and recognizing the different

types of literary genre, are covered. Specific rules regarding the interpretation of

types, symbols, poetry, proverbs, parables, and prophecy are also given.
